TO A PUBLIC MEETING
The Western Area Power Administration (Western) is hosting an open-house public 
scoping meeting to discuss its proposal to modify its Large Generator 
Interconnection Agreement (LGIA) for the Groton Generation Station in Groton, 
Brown County, South Dakota.

Basin Electric Power Cooperative currently operates the Groton Generation Station 
with a condition in its LGIA with Western that limits the output of the generating 
station to 50 average megawatts (MW) on an annual basis. Basin Electric proposes 
to modify the LGIA with Western to eliminate the 50 MW average annual 
administrative limit on its generating station, so it can produce additional power 
to serve load growth.

Representatives from Western and Basin Electric will be available to answer your 
questions, offer more information about the proposed modification, and take your 
comments.  Your comments will help define the scope of the Environmental 
Impact Statement.
